e and has not yet attained their 27th Birthday.

What is & Mavigator?

e ATGP Navigators are OCFS Youth Transition Specialists who provide support to
students based on the needs that the student identifies.

® Support includes assistance to access both campus-based resources, such as
student assistance programs and community-based resources, such as
counseling services, when needed.

Recipienis of ATGP funds agree to:

1. Show proof of enrollment in a postsecondary education undergraduate program.
. Sign relevant release of information.

. Provide grades and progress reports.

. Meet with the ATGP Navigator at least 3 times per semester.
. Provide contact information to the ATGP Navigator.
